This term the Foundation Stage topic will be: 


‘If you go down to the woods today…’ 





This unit of work will be largely based upon the children exploring and identifying the world in which they live, and in this case we will be learning skills in local woods.


We will be teaching the children the risk taking and problem solving tasks that are integral for them to become confident and happy learners.  


As can be seen on our website, or on the parents’ Facebook page, we will be weaving in a variety of educational and developmental skills.





Week 1 and 2 – Getting to know our new routines


Week 3 and 4 Percy the Park Keeper theme


Week 5 and 6 – Goldilocks and the Three bears theme





Every week we will complete an outdoor learning session where we will visit woods/beach/playing field. We will explore seasonal changes, identify different trees and their seeds. We will be using both our number and writing skills in the outdoor environment and completing lots of exciting tasks.








In Mathematics, we will be learning to order


 numbers, look at, use and name 2D shapes, as well. Work is always differentiated according to the child’s level of development





Literacy/Phonics


As part of our CLLD sessions we will be


learning the first two sets of sounds. (s,a,t,p,i,n,g,o,c,k,ck) and to read the tricky words


I, to, the, go, no and into.


These sounds will be taught in conjunction with an action. In your child’s homework folder there will be a sheet that shows the action learned alongside the sound and a set of flashcards for the children to keep safe and practise at home with you.


We will use these sounds to begin to form simple cvc words in play.


The children will be writing lists, messages and additional notes through role play and adult directed play.
