In Topic lessons, we will be studying the structure of Earth and how and why extreme weather events happen.


We will use various atlases to identify where you are more likely to find extreme phenomena and how these countries differ from the U.K. 











In English this half term, we will be looking at warning stories. We will create a story about a child who visits a volcano, after being warned not to, and learns a valuable lesson. 


After half term, we will be looking at persuasive writing. We will have a class debate on key issues that are relevant to us and create our own persuasive text around the issues of living near a volcano. 











P.E- On Thursdays, we will be doing handball lessons and dance. On Wednesdays, we will swim for the 1st term and then do gymnastics for the 2nd term. lessons. We will be developing our flexibility, strength, technique, control and balance.
