This unit of work will be largely based upon the children identifying that they are part of a family, and then each week looking at a different aspect of their lives; such as 


Who lives with me?


What are different parts of our body called?


 What can we use our hands and sense of touch for? What can we use our ears and sense of hearing for? What can we use our eyes and sense of sight for? What parts of the body are important for exploring our sense of smell and taste? 


How can we tell how other people are feeling? 


And finally Healthy Week.





Every week we will complete an outdoor learning session where we will visit different parts of our local environment. 


These will involve a project of sharing our learning with locals at a residential home, forest school activities, library visits, beach school and cookery.








Literacy/Phonics


As part of our C&L sessions we will be learning the importance of developing our speaking and listening.


This paves the way for systematic learning of phonics. We plan activities that will help children to listen attentively to sounds around them, such as the sounds of their toys and to sounds in spoken language. We will teach a wide range of nursery rhymes and songs. We will read good books to and with the children. This helps to increase the number of words they know – their vocabulary – and helps them talk confidently about books.


Things you can do to support:


Sound-talking Find real objects around your home that have three phonemes (sounds) and practise ‘sound talk’. First, just let them listen, then see if they will join in, for example, saying: ‘I spy a p-e-g – peg.’ ‘I spy a c-u-p – cup.’ ‘Where’s your other s-o-ck – sock?’ ‘Simon says – put your hands on your h-ea-d.’ ‘Simon says – touch your ch-i-n.’

In Mathematics, we will be learning about numbers.


Our objectives will be:


• Uses some number names and number language spontaneously.


• Uses some number names accurately in play.


• Recites numbers in order to 10.


• Knows that numbers identify how many objects are in a set.


• Beginning to represent numbers using fingers, marks on paper or pictures.


• Sometimes matches numeral and quantity correctly.


• Shows curiosity about numbers by offering comments or asking questions.


• Compares two groups of objects, saying when they have the same number.


• Shows an interest in number problems.


• Separates a group of three or four objects in different ways, beginning to recognise that the total is still the same.


• Shows an interest in numerals in the environment.


• Shows an interest in representing numbers.


• Realises not only objects, but anything can be counted, including steps, claps or jumps.
