4. CEOP survey for children

Mrs Tyreman explained how this would provide the group with a baseline for assessing how well the children in the school understood e-safety issues. Mr Riddell asked the children what they noticed about the survey and Alfie commented that there was no place for a child to put their name. Issues about data protection and anonymity were discussed around this.

Action

5. E –safety rules /poster project
Following Internet safety day assembly in February class 5 and 6 had produced internet safety rules. The group discussed where these should be displayed. It was agreed that these should be in every room where staff and children can access the internet.

Action

Mr King to meet with A and Isaac to work out basic rules for EYFS  KS1 and KS2 that will be displayed in every classroom.
6. Acceptable user policy for children (AUP)
At present the school has acceptable user policies signed by staff and parents. It was agreed that children could sign their own acceptable user policy in KS2 and this would help develop understanding of e safety issues.
