Why do we celebrate birthdays?


Why is light important part of celebrations?

Every week we will complete an outdoor learning session where we will visit different parts of our local environment. Literacy/Phonics


As part of our CLL sessions we will be


learning the final sounds of phase 2 and reviewing them before we start on phase 3 after Christmas. 


These sounds will be taught in conjunction with an action. In your child’s homework folder there will be a sheet that shows the action learned alongside the sound. We will use these sounds to begin to form simple cvc words in play. We will also learn to read the tricky words I, no, go, into, the.


The children will be writing lists, messages and additional notes through role play and adult directed play.

In Mathematics, we will be learning ……….


We have a number of the week. Every week we look how to make the number( eg 2 is one and one more), how to form the number(eg 2-around the swans neck and along his body), we learn a song to help us reinforce the children’s learning(number blocks songs available on cbeebies) 


The children will be counting reliably to 10 forwards and backwards as well as forming the numerals.
