This term the Foundation Stage topic will be: 


 ‘Two sides to every story!’ 


The children’s learning this half term will be hinged around different traditional tales. In particular, The Gingerbread Man and  The Three Little Pigs, and Jack and the Beanstalk. 


Week 1 and 2


Using the Gingerbread Man as our inspiration, we will look at the story from the point of view of the Gingerbread Man. This will include STEM activities of building bridges to help him 


Week 3/4


Using The Three Little Pigs as our inspiration, we will look at the style of houses and identify what they are made from. We will investigate which materials are good and which materials are not so good to build a house from.


Week 5


We will use the story of Jack and the Beanstalk. We will look at gardens and growing and linking this to our school garden. So if you have any plants you would like to donate, please do!




















Literacy/Phonics


As part of our literacy we will be learning to 


listen and identify to rhythm and rhyme through a variety of engaging stories, songs and poems.


We will be learning some storytelling actions and alongside our older foundation friends, when we learn to retell the story of the Three Little Pigs.


Expressive Arts and Designs


We will have opportunities to practise our fine motor skills through a variety of activities! We will be building houses both in our class and in our outdoor learning environment.











Towards the end of each half term we will arrange a date where you will be offered the opportunity to have a look through your child’s Learning Journey. It is a fantastic opportunity to see what your child has been doing! Remember, you can add photos or pieces of work they have completed at home as well!

In Mathematics, we will have opportunities to learn to:


All of our curriculum is differentiated to meet your child’s individual need, but these are the areas we will be looking at this half term:





• Recognise some numerals of personal significance.


• Recognise numerals 1 to 5.


• Count up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each item.


• Count actions or objects which cannot be moved.


• Count objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.


• Count out up to six objects from a larger group.


• Select the correct numeral to represent 1 to 5, then 1 to 10 objects.


• Count an irregular arrangement of up to ten objects.


• Estimate how many objects they can see and checks by counting them.


• Uses the language of ‘more’ and ‘fewer’ to compare two sets of objects.
