This term the Foundation Stage topic will be: 


‘Magical Me!’ 





This unit of work will be largely based upon the children identifying that they are part of a family, and then each week looking at a different aspect of their lives; such as ……………..


Who lives with me?


What are different parts of our body called? 


 What can we use our hands and sense of touch for? What can we use our ears and sense of hearing for? What can we use our eyes and sense of sight for? What parts of the body are important for exploring our sense of smell and taste? 


How can we tell how other people are feeling? 








Every week we will complete an outdoor learning session where we will visit different parts of our local environment. We will look for awe and wonder moments in our community.


People, Cultures and Communities


As part of our RE sessions, the children will be finding out about Being Special as well as the importance of Harvest to Christians.








Literacy/Phonics


As part of our Communication and Language sessions  we will be learning the first two sets of sounds. 


These sounds will be taught in conjunction with an action. In your child’s homework folder there will be a sheet that shows the action learned alongside the sound.


We will use these sounds to begin to form simple cvc words in play.


The children will be writing lists, messages and additional notes through role play and adult directed play.

In Mathematics this half term, we will exploring:


Matching objects 





We will provide opportunities for the children to explore and match objects which are the same. Can you find one exactly like mine?  How do you know it’s the same?  Can you find one different to mine?  Why is this one not like mine?


Sorting objects by criteria





Children will learn that collections can be sorted into sets based on attributes such as colour, size or shape.


Sorting enables the children to consider what is the same about all the objects in one set and how they are different to the other sets.


They begin to understand that the same collection of objects can be sorted in different ways


Comparing amounts





Once children can confidently sort collections into sets they will learn that these sets can be compared and ordered.  They understand that when making comparisons a set can have more, the same or fewer than another set.  NOTE – it is easier for children to notice the difference between sets when the difference is greater.  Start by asking the children to compare 2 and 5 rather than 5 and 6


Comparing size, mass, capacity





Children will learn that objects can be compared and ordered according to their size.  Encourage the use of language such as big and little, small and large to describe a range of objects.  More specific language such as tall, long, short can also be introduced.


Simple patterns .


Children will copy, continue and create their own patterns.  It is important to provide patterns with at least three full units of repeat.  Encourage the children to say the pattern out loud
