‘Festivals and Celebrations’


This unit of work will be based around festivals and celebrations that happen all around the world at this time of year.


Why do we celebrate Bonfire Night?


Why do we celebrate birthdays?


Why is light important part of celebrations?


Which religions use light in their festivals and celebrations?


What is special about Christmas?





Every week we will complete an outdoor learning session where we will visit different parts of our local environment. So far we have visited our local park and collected conkers, made wind sticks and visited our local beach.  


We also visit Penlee care home, and our local library. This week we have made plans to visit the fire station to find out how to stay safe.


We also do cooking sessions – we hope you look forward to some of our culinary delights!








Literacy/Phonics


As part of our C&L sessions we will be learning the importance of developing our speaking and listening.


This paves the way for systematic learning of phonics. We plan activities that will help children to listen attentively to sounds around them, such as the sounds of their toys and to sounds in spoken language. We will teach a wide range of nursery rhymes and songs. We will read good books to and with the children. This helps to increase the number of words they know – their vocabulary – and helps them talk confidently about books.


Things you can do to support:


Sound-talking Find real objects around your home that have three phonemes (sounds) and practise ‘sound talk’. First, just let them listen, then see if they will join in, for example, saying: ‘I spy a p-e-g – peg.’ ‘I spy a c-u-p – cup.’ ‘Where’s your other s-o-ck – sock?’ ‘Simon says – put your hands on your h-ea-d.’ ‘Simon says – touch your ch-i-n.’


We will also be learning to retell two stories ‘The Enormous Pumpkin’ and ‘The First Christmas’.
