This term the Foundation Stage topic will be: 


‘Two sides to every story!’ 


The children’s learning this half term will be hinged around different traditional tales. In particular, The Gingerbread Man and  The Three Little Pigs, and Jack and the Beanstalk. 


Week 1 and 2


Using the Gingerbread Man as our inspiration, we will look at the story from the point of view of the Gingerbread Man. This will include STEM activities of building bridges to help him 


Week 3/4


Using The Three Little Pigs as our inspiration, we will look at the style of houses and indentify what they are made from. We will investigate which materials are good and which materials are not so good to build a house from.


Week 5


We will use the story of Jack and the Beanstalk. We will look at gardens and growing and linking this to our PSHE and School Value of Service in our Community

















Literacy/Phonics


As part of our literacy sessions we will be


continuing to rehearse the phase 3 sounds.  We will revisit ch, sh, th, ng, ai, ee, oa, ar, or, ur, ow, er and oi, igh, air, ure and ear. These sounds will be taught in conjunction with an action. We will be writing words continuing these sounds to ensure we are applying them in our writing. In your child’s book bag there is now a key ring that contains all of these sounds. You could use them to help your child reinforce their knowledge. 








There will also be tricky words that the children will need to practise reading by sight as they will unable to decode them at this point – see the list above


We will continue practising our letter formation and spelling our phase 2 and 3 tricky words of  I, no, go, to, the, into, we, he, me, she, be, you, her, was, they to ensure we are ready for our transition into Year 1.


We will be using our storytelling actions to retell the story of the Three Little Pigs.

In Mathematics, we will be learning:





ELG Number


-understanding of numbers to 10, linking names of numbers, numerals, their value, and their position in the counting order; 


- Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5; 


- Automatically recall number bonds for numbers 0-5 and for 10, including corresponding partitioning facts. 





ELG Numerical Patterns: 


Children at the expected level of development will: 


- Automatically recall double facts up to 5+5; 


- Compare sets of objects up to 10 in different contexts, considering size and difference; 


- Explore patterns of numbers within numbers up to 10, including evens and odds.
